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Papers must be written in English. Six (6) pages, including figures, are allowed for each paper. The paper size can be set to A4. Times 8.5 pt, Line space 8.5 pt.
2. Figures, Tables, and Equations
2.1 Figures Heading 2: Bold, Times 8.5pt, Line space 8.5 pt
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Figures should be referenced within the text as “Fig. 1." When the reference to a figure begins a sentence, the abbreviation “Fig.” should be spelled out, e.g., “Figure 1."

2.2 Tables

Tables should be placed within anchored frames. Be sure to leave space within that frame for a text box for the caption.
